Community Business License. This must be obtained before the event and can take 7 days.

Security: The ballroom will be closed and locked after hours, except for the social events.
While AHIA and Gila River take precautions to prevent items from being lost or stolen,
AHIA and Gila River assume no liability. Exhibitors/Sponsors with hallway areas are
expected to remove display items and valuables nightly, as this area is unsecured and

resort/hotel guests have access to these hallways.

Access to Presentations: Sponsors with interior ballroom tables will be present during

Cancellation after August Ist, 2026, will result in
no refund unless AHIA can find a replacement for the space. In that case, the 25%
administrative fee will only apply. If no replacement is found, no refund will be given.

Sponsor Restrictions: AHIA reserves the right to determine the eligibility of a company or

their products/services for inclusion in the exhibitor s hall, and reserves the right to restrict
exhibits objectionable to AHIA. No signs will be affixed by any means to walls, doors, or
any other surface in the exhibit area. AHIA'S policy restricts representation or organizations
that have not been assigned an official exhibit booth from soliciting business and/or
distributing promotional material of any type within the exhibit area. Further, those
organizations assigned an official AHIA exhibit booth should make every effort to conduct
business activities within their assigned booth space and not to impede traffic through the
exhibit aisles or other areas of the facility.
